As part of our restructuring plans, T.I.G.E.R. Time is being instituted beginning 
the second semester of the 2010-2011 school year.  The primary purpose of 
T.I.G.E.R. Time is to provide targeted support for students to increase academic 
performance. 
 
During the day, teachers, counselors, the librarian, and others may distribute 
their individually numbered T.I.G.E.R. Time Passes to students and will write 
each name on their T.I.G.E.R. Time Log.  Students may request a T.I.G.E.R. Time 
Pass to get individualized help, to finish taking notes, or for any number of 
appropriate reasons.  Likewise, teachers may recommend students attend their 
T.I.G.E.R. Time if they see a need for it. 
 
If a student has a T.I.G.E.R. Time Pass, the student will fill out at the 
beginning of their Period 5/6 where they will be going during T.I.G.E.R. Time.  
At the end of the period, only those students that came to class with a 
T.I.G.E.R. Time Pass will be released for T.I.G.E.R. Time.  Student are not to go 
during class time to obtain a T.I.G.E.R. Time Pass and students are not to have 
more than one T.I.G.E.R. Time Pass at any time. 
 
Passing time between Period 5/6 and T.I.G.E.R. Time is 5 minutes long.  During 
this time, personal matters such as drinking water and using the restroom must be 
taken care of.  Students who do not have a T.I.G.E.R. Time Pass will remain in 
their Period 5/6 for DEAR. 
 
When students arrive at T.I.G.E.R. Time, they are to return their T.I.G.E.R. Time 
Pass and cross their name off the T.I.G.E.R. Time Log.  Students who do not show 
up for T.I.G.E.R. Time as scheduled will be reported to the office with 
consequences to follow for repeated offenses. 
 
T.I.G.E.R. Time is meant for meaningful work or DEAR and not 
socializing, gaming, or sleeping.  Students are not allowed 
out of class during T.I.G.E.R. Time for any reason unless it is an 
absolute emergency.  If students finish their work in T.I.G.E.R. 
Time early, they are to use any remaining time for meaningful work 
or DEAR and are to remain where they are. 
 
Let’s give everyone the opportunity to improve themselves and 
together improve McKinley High School!
